We have touched over a dozen kids and have 8 currently in our
program. Each of our kids now have their own set of US Kids Clubs as well as a
golf shirt with our new logo on it.

We have expanded our outreach to the Boys & Girls Club of Palmetto, the Visual
Men's Academy, the Police Athletic League of Bradenton, and the Big Brother's

- Big Sister’s of Manatee, along with continuing our efforts with the 13th Ave
Dream Center. We have a web site, WaterlefeYouthGolfProgram.com, to explain
our mission and provide contact info. We will be visiting all of these organizations
this summer and others as well.

It was your donations last year that enabled us to launch our program, you were
the foundation that made it possible for us to begin to build our program. Thank
you!

We thank the WWGA for collecting over 4,000 golf balls again this year and we
expect to sell them for about $200, which provides a set of clubs for one of our
kids.

Our fundraising begins with the Share the (reen; week on March 11 thru March 19
with the silent auction and soliciting of personal donations.
