We have some other upgrades scheduled to happen at the club this month as
well. During the second week of July, we will be converting our internet service to
Spectrum. After an extensive review of our options, we feel Spectrum was the best
fit for internet speed, cost and television service that would go out every time it
rains! The transition is expected to be seamless, but let's keep our fingers crossed
just in case.

Later this month we will be converting our golf handicap service from Golf Net
to GHIN. This conversion is part of efforts made by the USGA and R&A to bring
about a universal world handicap system by the year 2020. There will be some new
processes and procedures that we will all need to employ, but the end result will be
a more portable handicap whether you are playing in the US, the UK, or anywhere
else in the world. Watch your email for information and instructions as the new
system is deployed.

Speaking of the R&A - The British Open returns this year to Carnoustie Golf Club
in Scotland, site of the notorious Barry Burn (a narrow stretch of water that snakes
it's way through the course) which was the undoing of Jean Van de Velde in 1999
and forced Padrig Harrington into a playoff which he ultimately won in 2007; the
last two times The Open was held at Carnoustie. You'll find tons of fascinating
information about the playing of the 147th Open Championship and Carnoustie
Golf Club on the internet at www.theopen.com or www.carnoustiegolflinks.co.uk.
But the best thing about the Open for all golf junkies is the television schedule! If
you can't sleep, you can watch the Golf Channel Thursday 7/19 and Friday 7/20 with
coverage starting at 1:30AM until 4pm! Pure golf heaven for all insomniacs!

Callaway Demo Product is here! If you missed the Callaway Demo \
Day and want to try the new equipment, stop by the golf shop. Callaway also offers
trade in for any top line clubs; they do not have to be Callaway. All Callaway re-
quires is the year model of the club(s), lofts of metal woods, and the type of shaft.
We will have an estimate for the trade value in minutes.

The U.S.G.A. has made sweeping changes to the rules that will go into effect January
1, 2019. Some of the high profile clubs in America have already adopted the
changes and put them into effect at their clubs. We have decided to follow this
pattern and go forward and adopt the new rules as “local rules” so the changes will
go into effect at Grand Haven September 1°. The changes are very easy to
understand and | will highlight a few of the changes in the newsletter as we go
along.

So first we will look at the “penalty areas” these are what we used to call "hazards".
They will still be defined by yellow or red lines but they have changed the name to
“penalty areas”. You will now be able to remove loose impediments (sticks, leaves,
stones, etc) from penalty areas and bunkers. Along the same lines when you are
dropping your ball in a penalty situation you will no longer have to drop from
shoulder height you may drop from your knee height.

To access all the changes simply go to the USGA.ORG website and type in 2019 rule
changes. We will be hosting a cocktail party for a thorough review of these rules on
August 7th at 4pm. Please RSVP in the golf shop to attend.

When You Hear Thunder,
Lightning is Near!

Immediately head indoors!
Seek

> Large, permanent building
»> Fully-enclosed metal vehicle (cars, vans or pickup trucks)
>> Lowest elevation area
Avoid
> Tall Objects (trees/poles)
>> Small rain and sun shelters
» Large, open areas
»> Wet areas

> Elevated areas

>> All metal objects including, golf clubs, golf carts, fences,
electrical and maintenance machinery and power lines.

If sudden, close-in lightning does not permit immediate evacuation to a safer place,
spread out from your group, squat down, tuck your head and cover your ears. Head
for the safest place as soon as immediate threat passes.

The USGA emphasizes that players in a competition have the right to stop play if
they think lightning threatens them, even though the committee may not have
authorized it specifically by signal, (Rules 6-8 and 33-2d).
