law and city ordinance.

•	Please repair ball marks, replace divots and rake bunkers.

JACKSON PARK GOLF COURSE
USGA RULES SHALL GOVERN ALL PLAY EXCEPT WHERE MODIFIED BY THESE LOCAL RULES:

Pace of play goal is a 4 hour to 4:15 hour round. We also define slow play as more than 1.5 shots behind the 

group ahead of you. We encourage you to keep up with the group in front of you. If you cannot keep pace, we 

may ask you to pick up your ball and regain your position or cancel your round and refund your greens fee.

• Out of Bounds: Out of bounds is designated with white stakes and/or boundary fences, Driving Range is OB.

•	Enviromentally Sensitive Areas : Do not enter these environmentally sensitive areas. Play is prohibited 
from Water Hazards and Lateral Water Hazards that are marked “Environmentally Sensitive.” These 
areas are identified by Green Topped Red Or Yellow Stakes. 

•	Power Lines and Poles : A ball striking a power line must be replayed. No Penalty. A ball striking a power 
pole, guide wire or transformer must be played where it lands.
