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Summer weather is nearing its end. As the cooler temperatures approach, we have begun to schedule our fall
cultural practices, which, includes overseeding and aerification. Although the course is still in great condition, it
is important to overseed yearly to keep the quality of the turf from year to year. This process will take place
beginning at the end of August through the beginning of September.

Weather pending, we will try to conserve as much water as possible on certain areas of the golf course to stay
within the water budget. The areas that will be monitored for less water are the rough and some zoysia tees. "

Greens aerification is scheduled for September 2" and 3™, and will remain such as long as the weather allows. .
As a reminder, we will be applying grub control on Monday August 4. The golf course will be closed all day.
Also, when playing, please do your best to keep carts a minimum of 30 yards away from all greens. Thank you
for your patience and cooperation.
