Purchase parts and supplies necessary for equipment and golf cart maintenance.

Maintain accurate records related to equipment maintenance and repairs.

Maintain a clean, organized, and safe work area.

Demonstrate a strong understanding of safety practices and ensure all procedures are
followed in daily operations; adhere to the club’s safety program.

Attend and actively participate in scheduled staff meetings.

Assist with on-course work assignments such as topdressing, aerification, and related
tasks.

Assist with snow removal for facilities and surrounding roadways as needed.

Provide weekend support for maintenance department needs as required.
