TURF TALK  - John Burns, GCS 
 
Turf Talk November 18, 2019 
 
Turf Talk  November 18, 2022 
This year we have moved quickly from fall to below 
average winter temperatures. A few early frosts were 
followed by warmer conditions, resulting in an extended 
growing season for our bermudagrass fairways and tees. 
Much of our remaining bermudagrass turf is still green as 
of this writing.  
 
As mowing comes to an end, we turn our focus to the 
remainder of leaf removal and our winter project list. Our 
initial project will involve pond bank and native area 
trimming and removal. This annual practice allows for 
improved course visibility and an increase in sunlight 
and air movement to the surface. Additional sunlight 
improves plant photosynthesis, and air movement helps 
to impede disease development. Bunker edging is also 
underway and will be completed shortly. Our effort to 
control mole activity on green 9 and tees 5 and 14 has 
met with partial success. Activity on 9 and 14 has been 
curtailed, but 5 tee damage persists.  
 
We will continue remediation efforts as necessary to 
control these pests. With the holidays rapidly 
approaching we hope you get the chance to take a break 
and come out to the course. Looking forward to seeing 
you then!
