Stewart Cink will be making his third appearance at the Wendy’s 3-Tour Challenge. During his first stop in 2006, with teammates Zach Johnson and Scott Verplank, he was a member of the most recent PGA TOUR squad to win the made-for-television event. On strength of four top-10 finishes so far in 2009 -- including his sixth career PGA TOUR and first major championship victory at the British Open -- Cink is currently ranked No. 12 in the Official World Golf Rankings and No. 17 on the PGA TOUR money list with more than $2.8 million. Cink has been a member of three Presidents Cup teams (2000, 2005 and 2007) and the past four consecutive Ryder Cup teams (2002, 2004, 2006 and 2008).


Fred Couples is a fan favorite and has recorded 15 PGA TOUR victories, including the 1992 Masters, in a professional career that has spanned more than 25 years. He played in the inaugural Wendy’s 3-Tour Challenge in 1992 and has since been a member of three winning PGA TOUR teams (1994, 1996 and 1997) during a record setting eight appearances in the event. Couples has posted four top-10 finishes so far in 2009, including two third place finishes at the Northern Trust Open and Shell Houston Open. He has been a member of five Ryder Cup teams (1989, 1991, 1993, 1995 and 1997) and four Presidents Cup teams (1994, 1996, 1998 and 2005). In February of 2008 Couples was named as captain to the United States team for the 2009 Presidents Cup. 
Bubba Watson is a rising star on the PGA TOUR. He finished tied for fourth in his first-career PGA TOUR start at the 2006 Sony Open in Hawaii. He is coming off his most consistent season as a professional in 2008. He made the cut in 19 events last year and shared the 54-hole lead with four other players, including eventual champion, Tiger Woods, at the Arnold Palmer Invitational. So far
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in 2009 he has recorded two top-10 finishes. Watson is currently ranked No.2 in driving distance on the PGA TOUR with a 311.3 yard average. He will be competing in his second Wendy’s 3-Tour Challenge this November at Rio Secco Golf Club in Henderson, Nevada. In 2007 Watson was a member of the PGA TOUR team with Chris DiMarco and Camilo Villegas.
