b. Players will self-nominate for each bridge session stipulating as to their desired level of
play (social, competitive, or flexible).
c. Reservations will be accepted on a “first come, first serve basis” by playing level.

and 23 March 2015 due to special events.
c. Future: Atwo week advance notice will be provided to the Ladies Bridge Group of any
other location changes that may be necessary.
