The winery sits on 90acres of  
Vineyard in Rutherford. Raymond has been a Napa Valley icon ever since. 
 

160   Raeburn, Russian River, Sonoma      “NEW” 40 / 12 
Prior to 2014 and the birth of Raeburn Winery; in 1990, Derek Benham and his brother founded 
Codera Wine Group and created the Blackstone brand. The Blackstone brand was sold in 2001. 
This was to make way for Derek’s new venture,  Raeburn, a special and unique wine. The wine is 
made from 100% chardonnay that was aged on the lees for six months.

212   Opus One, Napa Valley  2013       350 
In 1979, Baron Philippe Rothschild and Robert Mondavi created Opus One. Opus was the first  
Ultra premium wine and the first ultra premium wine to be sold in France. This began as a joint  
venture of old world and new world wine making.  

 
213   Emblem, Napa Valley  2013    “NEW”    49 
This is a bold cabernet sauvignon by Michael Mondavi. This wine has cassis notes as well as 
Blackberry cobbler. 79% cabernet sauvignon, 8% petit syrah, 5% petit verdot, 4.5% syrah, 
2% zinfandel, 1.5% merlot 
 

214   Brave & Maiden  2014     “NEW”2014    45 / 15 
This is a bold cabernet with a beautifully long finish made by Paul Hobbs.  
Try this cabernet with the filet mignon.

Joel Gott’s 815 is 100% Cabernet Sauvignon sourced from Napa Valley, Sonoma, Lodi, 
Lake County, Paso Robles, and Monterey County.
