Golf Services

* Individuals who reside in the same residence

* Club Carts will be sanitized after each use.

» Outside Service Staff has been directed to
NOT physically touch golfer’s bags or private
carts without consent from the owner.

« If you choose to have a staff member help
you, they are directed to wash hands and
sanitize hands prior to returning to work.

* The golf bag storage has been closed.
Expected reopening date is January 7th,

Food & Beverage Services

* The Grille Room continues to serve breakfast
and lunch from the carry-out menu.

* The Grille Room has set up tables and chairs
socially distanced outdoors.

* The Grille Room is now open for socially
distanced dining.

Driving Range

* Bag stands and patio chairs have been
removed from the range.

* 50% of the driving range mats have been
removed to allow for social spacing while
warming up.

» A fixture has been placed in each cup to
allow for easy removal of your golf ball after
holing out.

« Your putt is deemed holed if your ball rests
in the cup or if your ball enters the cup and
bounces out due to the fixture.

» All rakes are removed from bunkers.

« To the best of your ability, please use the sole
of your foot to smooth surface of the bunker
after use.

» All ball washers are removed from the golf
course.

* The two comfort stations on the golf course
are sanitized regularly throughout the day.

* Tee time intervals is 8 minutes to
accommodate each player using one cart.

* Weekly sign-ups are back on the bulletin
board in the Golf Shop.
