1- Egg

2 Tbs.- Mayonnaise

2 Tbs.- Dijjonaise

1/4 Cup- Apricot Pineapple Jelly

Directions:

1. Preheat oven to 400 Degrees F

2. Cut the sausage links into 36 half inch slices
3. Brown the meat on both sides in a frying pan over medium high heat (No need to fully cook at this time, all you want is to
get both sides a little crispy.)

Set aside on a plate to cool wile you get the pastry ready, Lay the pastry out on your work surface then break the egg into a
small dish and brush on the entire surface of the pastry.

Using a mini cookie cutter, cut out 36 shapes from the pastry.

Place the meat onto a baking sheet and cover over each one with a piece of pastry and secure in place with a tooth pick.
Back in oven for 18-20 minutes.

While the piggies are baking, mix the jelly, may and mustard in a small dish.

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Homemade Apple Pie

Ingredients:

2-9-inch Pie Crusts (one for the top crust, one for the bottom crust)
1/4 cup all-purpose flour

3/4 cup sugar

1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon

1/2 teaspoon ground nutmeg

Dash of salt

2 tablespoons butter

6 cups thinly sliced and cored apple

Directions

1. Preheat oven to 425 degrees F

2. Mix Sugar, cinnamon, nutmeg, flour, and salt. Stir in the apples.

3. Place into pie crust, dot with butter. Cover with top crust, and slit evenly to let steam escape. Seal the top crust to the bottom by pinch-
ing the edges together.

4. Cover the edge of the crust with a three inch strip of aluminum foil.

5. Bake 40-50 minutes, until crust is brown and juice begins to bubble through top.
