PACE OF PLAY RULES REMINDER

The USGA made some major changes to pace of play rules (Rule
5.6) officially starting back in 2019. These new rules were imple-
mented to have players recognize that pace of play is important
and their pace of play affects others and they should play prompt-
ly throughout the round.

Recommendations:

Prepare in advance for each stroke, moving promptly between
strokes and in going to the next tee

A player should make a stroke in no more than 40 seconds

(and usually less time) after the player 1s able to play without
interference or distraction

In addition new Rule 6.4 will allow playing out of turn in match
play by agreement and for stroke play to allow and encourage
players to play out of turn in a safe and responsible way to save
time (also known as “ready golf”).

Our expectations here at Rockport Country Club are for all play-
ers to complete their round in four hours or less. Let’s
all do our part.

Overall
the process went well. Unlike earlier aerifications, we used a smaller tine (3/8) to
promote a quicker healing.

As I’m sure you have noticed that on selected tees and greens surrounds we have
experienced some chemical burn and some over-kill. This is a result of spraying
for various weeds. We are taking every step possible to
recover these areas but in some cases we may need to
re-sod.

We will continue to push irrigation during September
and or until the temperatures cool down. The showers
we have received lately have helped but in efforts to
avoid hot spots we will continue pushing out the wa-
ter. If at all possible please avoid any wet areas on the

course. There is no shot so simple that
it can’t be messed up.
