Course Update~ Derick Hashimoto

October is here and your golf course maintenance team is prepping the golf course for the fall and winter.
We will be over seeding the tees and driving range tee with rye grass. this will allow us to have good tee
playing condition all winter long. We are also patching up the week areas on hole 1,9,6 and 18. To do this
we a removing six to eight inches of bad material and bringing in good material. The sod will be coming
from the start of nine fairway. This will allow us to move paspalum which is more of a salt tolerant grass
into an area where we struggle with salts.

We will also continue to work on these high focus areas

* Removal of the St. Augustine grass from the playing areas. This will be a slow process before it is all
gone but we are working towards that goal.

* Continue to work on the weak turf areas on the greens, tees and fairways. These areas are getting a heavy
dose of fertilizer to assist the process

* We will continue to manage traffic control ropes in the playing area to assist with the grow in

Finally, we need your help in assisting us with cart traffic. With the single cart use program, we are seeing
more areas on the course showing signs of the additional cart traffic. PLEASE avoid weak areas and
PLEASE observe all cart rules throughout the course.
