Program Overview
On September 27, 2024, Hurricane Helene tore through Western North Carolina causing terrible flooding and over destruction to golf courses. In the spirit of “it’s never too late to help”, the North Carolina GCOA was able to raise funds to help the victims.
The North Carolina Golf Course Owners Association (NC GCOA) is offering up to 10 one-time $2,000 Hurricane Helene Relief Grant to support members of the Western North Carolina golf community, which was impacted by Hurricane Helene.
This grant is intended to provide direct financial assistance to golf courses, golf industry businesses, and golf industry workers who experienced hardship as a direct result of Hurricane Helene.
Eligibility Criteria
1. Golf Industry Affiliation - Applicants must have a direct connection to the golf industry, including but not limited to:
• Golf course owners or operators
• Superintendents, assistants, and maintenance staff
• Club managers, golf professionals, instructors
• Pro shop, clubhouse, food & beverage, or seasonal staff
*Applications should be submitted by the owner/operator of the facility. If your facility or a member of your team was affected by the storm, we encourage owner/operator to submit an application on their behalf.
2. Geographic Location - Applicants must be located in Western North Carolina within areas affected by Hurricane Helene.
3. Hurricane-Related Impact - Applicants must demonstrate a specific hardship or loss directly resulting from Hurricane Helene, such as course or facility damage, equipment or infrastructure loss, business interruption or revenue loss, employment disruption, or personal hardship related to golf employment.
Deadline & Notification
NC GCOA membership is not required. Applications must be submitted by April 5, 2026. Submission of an application does not guarantee funding. All decisions are final.
