JUNIOR GOLF LEAGUE

The Junior Golf League is the next progression of the Junior Lessons.  The league is designed to continue children’s advancement in the game of golf, and is specifically designed for children who are wanting to try out for their school team or are interested in playing competitive golf.  Where the regular Junior Program is more based in fundamentals, the Junior League is based more on playing the game and developing proper practice habits.  The Junior League is designed for PLAYERS OF KNOWN ABILITY, and is not a beginners class.  Check with Gary in the Golf Shop for details and availability.

WHAT THE PROGRAM CONSISTS OF:

There are four elements in the program

-  7 league days – Fridays starting June 16 thru August 4 (no July 21)

-  supervised instruction sessions

-  one 30 minute private lesson

-  individual practice

The League Days will start at 9:00.  There will be approximately 20 minutes to ½ hour of instruction covering a certain area each day.  At the end of the instruction period, the children will go out and play.  There will be “mini-events” on some days, but the point is to play and generate a score.  The children should be done by 11.

The supervised instruction sessions will be each Saturday afternoon during the league where Gary will be on the range between from 4-4:30 to assist in helping the children practice productively and to help with the golf swing.

The 30 minute private lesson will be to evaluate each child and give them something to work towards as they progress thru the program.

For each of the above elements, one point will be awarded.  That is 14 possible points (7 league days, 6 supervised practice sessions, 1 private lesson).

Additional points will be awarded for individual practice.  This can take many forms.  Hitting balls on the range, practicing putting or chipping, and coming out to play will all earn additional points.

A “scoreboard” showing each individual and their accumulated points will be on display in the Golf Shop area.  Total point winners will receive prizes at the end of the League season.

Again, this program is for players of known ability (read: not a beginner program) and will be limited in size.  Players will be expected to walk and carry their bags when playing, as they will have to when playing on a school team.  Although there is no age restriction, keep in mind that there will be minimal supervision while the players are on the golf course.  I encourage you to call the Golf Shop for further information on this program.
